PEE WEE RULES

EMPHASIS TO BE ON:

RECREATION, SKILLS DEVELOPMENT, TEAMWORK, SAFETY & SPORTSMANSHIP

Hot Stove Rules apply with the exception of the following rules established below to aid in the development of players and the enjoyment of the game.

1. Bases to be 50’ (70.7’ from home to 2nd)

2. No score or standings shall be kept

3. A regulation RIF-5 baseball shall be used for all games and practices.

4. Fair ball must pass arc in the infield measuring 10’ from rear point of home plate.

5. All players can be on the field. Players are not used for the catchers’ position.

6. Coaches can be on the field to give direction to players.

7. A ball put into play by the batter is dead when runners have advanced at least one base and either (A) a hit to the infield is controlled by infielder or (B) a hit to the outfield is returned to the infield.  Runners less than ½ way to next base will return to last base.

8. Adult shall pitch a maximum of seven pitches.  If the ball is not put in play, the batter shall hit off of the tee.  

9. No lead offs or stealing.  No Bases on overthrows.

10. No advancing runners on balls out of play.

11. Teams bat the lineup

12. Games to be no more than 120 minutes (3 – 4 innings).  No new inning will begin after 90 minutes from the time the first pitch is thrown.

13. NO SLIDING INTO ANY BASES!
